We complete many food inspections every year and the frequency of our visits depends on the potential risk to public health. The time between inspections can be as short as six months for the highest risk businesses, to two years for lower risk businesses.

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			We're putting out a reminder to residents not to dispose of any electrical devices, batteries, chemicals or aerosols in your household refuse bin, following an incident during a recent collection.

Just a few properties into the round, crews noticed smoke coming from the rear of the bin lorry. An extinguisher was used which quickly brought the incident under control but it did pose a significant fire risk not only to the vehicle but to the crew and nearby properties.
 
Initial investigations suggest unauthorised items - a shaver and battery - had been put in a bin which, after being emptied into the lorry, may have reacted under pressure or heat during the compaction process. Such items should not be put in your waste bin but disposed of responsibly via designated recycling or disposal facilities. Potentially hazardous items include: 
1. Batteries (including lithium-ion batteries from electronics) - these can be put in a plastic bag and placed on top of the waste bin for collection
1. Gas canisters or aerosols
1. Hot ashes
1. Paint, chemicals, or solvents
1. Electrical devices and power tools
We remind all residents that only general household waste should be placed in the domestic refuse bin. The safety of our waste collection teams and the community is a top priority. Please help us prevent further incidents by checking your bins before collection day. Thank you for your cooperation in keeping our communities safe.
