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			There was overwhelming support for renewing our dog control Public Spaces Protection Order (PSPO) during a recent public consultation.

With this support in mind, Councillors agreed to extend the order for a further three years when the current one expires in November. This ensures no lapse in powers for tackling issues around dog fouling, use of leads and areas where dogs are excluded.

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			We've launched a consultation on a new Air Quality Action Plan, setting out how we aim to tackle pollution over the next four years.

In this new document we set out priorities such as promoting electric vehicles, encouraging behaviour change, encouraging active travel and ensuring our own regulatory and enforcement powers are used to prevent pollution.

We hope to build on successful work to improve air quality which has seen the removal of four Air Quality Management Areas (pollution hotspots along busy roads) due to significant drops in the level of nitrogen dioxide, a harmful pollutant found in traffic fumes.

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			Our plans to 'go green' at our Whetstone depot have taken a major leap forward after Councillors agreed to invest £970,000 in installing electric vehicle charging infrastructure.

Government grant funding is being applied for which could amount to a saving of £442,000 to us on the project. The plan is to provide up to 17 chargers of differing speeds. These will support the Council's existing EV fleet, a bin lorry, van and road sweeper (pictured above) and be ready for any new electric vehicles.

The move follows the installation of 306 solar panels on the roofs of the offices, stores and workshop buildings, which are delivering savings estimated at £32,890 a year and a reduction of around 23.11 tonnes of CO2.
